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Anne is one of the most preeminent women in US
Dressage today. She is a USEF “S” judge, as well as an
FEI 5* judge, and has just been invited to be President
of the Judge Panel at the 2018 World Equestrian
Games in Tryon, NC.

Anne served as the USEF Technical Advisor for
Dressage from 2010 through 2012. She guided the US
Team riders through the World Equestrian Games, Pan
American Games, and the 2012 London Olympics. She
has trained and shown 16 of her own horses from start
of their training to competing at Grand Prix. In the
recent Region 3 Championships in Wellington, FL, she
qualified for the National competition in Kentucky on
her own horse at Intermediare 2, as well of 6 of her
students at 1%, 2", 3", 4™ PSG, and Grand Prix.

In 2013, Ann was inducted into the USDF
Hall of Fame
